DIRECTIONS

Eastbound on the Capital Beltway (Route 495)

From the Beltway, exit south onto Connecticut Avenue. Go to East-West Highway (Route
410) and turn left. Go to the second traffic light and turn right onto Meadowbrook Lane.
Rings are located directly behind the barn.

Westbound on the Capital Beltway (Route 495)

From the Beltway, exit south onto Georgia Avenue. Bear right at the second traffic light,
following signs to 16th Street. Take 16th Street to the second traffic light and turn right onto
East-West Highway (Route 410). Go to the fourth traffic light (at the bottom of a long hill)
and turn left onto Meadowbrook Lane. Rings are located directly behind the barn.

Parking

Plenty of parking is available for both cars and trailers. Parking is on a first-come first-serve
basis, with one minor exception: we reserve the few larger spaces behind the utility barn for
big rig parking. With cooperation, there is room for four rigs in this area. All other trailers
must park in the field north of the barn. Please use designated manure receptacles.
PLEASE DO NOT DUMP MANURE IN THE NORTH FIELD. There are two designated car
parking areas: one near the barn and the other in the Park Service storage lot. There are
volunteers on hand in the early morning to direct traffic and answer any questions.

For the sake of Meadowbrook neighbors (and to avoid parking tickets), please remember
that parking on the streets is strictly prohibited.
